Eligibility Requirements

1) US citizen or legal residents of the US with a work permit.
2) At least 21 years of age.

3) Able to take verbal and written instruction, and do written test in English

4) Currently employed as a cook, in a position not above sous chef

5) Able to prove that you have worked in a kitchen for at least 2 of the last 4 years.

Scholarship Information

1) The number of scholarships given and the amount to be distributed will be determined by the
money raised through the "Celebration" series of dinners. This amount may vary from year to year.
2) The Chefs of San Diego Celebration will pay the scholarship funds directly to the chosen
institution.

3) Scholarships must be used within 6 months of notification of award.

4) A panel composed of culinary professionals will choose winners of scholarships.
